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Synopsis: 
In the original trial the defense challenged the admissibility of the firearms evidence under the Frye-Reed standard. Multiple experts were called to testify on the behalf of the state as well as an expert for the defense. The court found that “firearm and toolmark analysis is still generally accepted and sufficiently reliable under the Frye-Reed standard”. The court did limit the expert from testifying to “absolute or scientific certainty”. 
On appeal the appellant contended that the hearing court erred in the acceptance of the testimony in regards to firearm and toolmark analysis. The appellate court was in agreement with the decisions made by the hearing courts in regards the general acceptance of firearm evidence and the limitation placed on the experts testimony.
